Trophy Chair -  no news
Hospitality Chairs - 
Banquet caterers will be Turf Tavern and the picnic style menu is all set.   Luncheon providers from last year aren’t doing it any longer.  The committee is looking into Front St. Deli or Price Chopper.
The schedule of events was reviewed for new members and friends.  
Fund Raising -
There was a discussion of appropriate items for auction.  We are gaining a reputation for quality pieces that appeal to folks from other breeds.  The challenge is to continue to improve each year.  We have David Frei coming back as our auctioneer and we are all urged to be creative in obtaining new and desirable items.

Old Business
Sofia Cerda-Gonzales SM Lecture -  Lynn reported that we have a date with Dr. Cerda-Gonzales on Sunday November 18, 2018.  The lecture will be held at Harmony Vet Clinic and they will provide lunch.  The seminar is limited to 30 people.  We discussed a fee to reserve seats and Darlene moved that we charge club members $10 and non-members $20,  Lynn seconded, the motion passed.  We will set a date (to be determined) for members to reserve their space.  After that it will be opened up to other interested parties.
